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Tracking Animals for Conservation 

Elephant Tracking Report No. 12 

 
We are sending you the tracking report for the period 1st to 15th November 2008. We 
are reporting movements of 15 elephants. We are missing Kimani’s movements, as 
his collar has failed as well as movements of Jocelyn and Sera whose collars have not 
reported any fixes for th duration. 
 
In general we note that most of the elephants have had minimal ranges, some of them 
spending time in only one or two properties. This is possibly due to the abundance of 
resources after the rains came hence elephants do not have to travel far. Ngelesha has 
finally broken his mental barrier that lasted for four months; since the fence was 
removed on one side of the rhino enclusure. He is now in the northern part of Laikipia 
Nature Conservancy.

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Figure 1. Last known locations of 15 elephants tracked in Laikipia and Samburu 
as at 15th November 2008.  
 
Kimani’s collar has failed; Jocelyn and Sera’s collars have not reported any fixes for 
the last fortnight. 
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Figure 2. Ngelesha (in red), Ol Ari Nyiro (in Green) and Lenana (in Blue) 
 
Four months since the fence was brought down, Ngelesha has finally broken his 
mental barrier to the line. He has moved out of the previously fenced rhino enclosure 
and gone up to the northern tip of Laikipia Nature Conservancy. Ol Ari Nyiro’s 
incursions into Laikipia West settlements have minimised, possibly owing to 
abundance of resources within the conservancy. 
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Figure 3. Ukuta 
 
Ukuta has been in Rumuruti forest for most of the past 2 weeks, with a few brief visits 
into Salama and Marmanet C SFT. The fence has not been very effective as he has 
apparently broken it several times, although he appears to not have gone fully into the 
settlement area.
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Figure 4. Genghis Khan 
 
Genghis Khan has spent much of the time in Lombala ranch. His first and last fixes 
are in the ranch. 
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Figure 5. Morani 
 
Like Genghis Khan, Morani has also been in Lombala most of the time. He left Pesi 
Swamp on 1st November for Lombala via ADC Mutara, Kifuko and Bhora. 
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Figure 6. Mpala 
 
Mpala has been in the northern tip of Mpala, Koija and Colcheccio ranches. We 
caught up with him in Collcheccio. 
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Figure 7. Ol Pejeta 
 
After the failure of Kimani’s collar, we have only one collared elephant in Ol Pejeta 
PConservancy, Ol pejeta. He has maintained his usual range to the west of the 
conservancy. 
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Figure 8. Loldaiga 
 
Loldaiga has been in Il Ngwezi throughout the last two weeks.
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Figure 9. Mt. Bull 
 
Mt Bull has been in Borana Ranch throughout the last two weeks. 
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Figure 10. Tia Maria (in Orange) and Drachmae (in Purple) 
 
This time around, Tia Maria has moved northwards into Isiolo West. She exited Lewa 
via the gap in the fence on 12th November. Drachmae remains inside Lewa although 
her last fix is close to the northern exit point.
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Figure 11. Esidai (in light blue) and Jerusalem (in brown) 
 
Esidai has been within Samburu National Reserve throughout the last two weeks, 
until the night of 15th November when he moved into Kalama. Conversely, Jerusalem 
has been in Kalama until the morning of 15th November when she went into the 
reserve. 
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Figure 12. Southern Cross 
 
Southern Cross is in Meru North. She exited Shaba National Reserve, her usual 
residence, on 7th November in to Meru Nort via Ngare Mara.
