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Tracking Animals for Conservation 

Bi-Monthly Elephant Tracking Report No.7: 14th to 30th June 2008 

Once again, we are reporting the last known locations and movements of 17 elephants 
tracked in Laikipia and Samburu over the last fortnight. We continue to see some 
significant movements across the landscape as Mpala has arrived in Ol Jogi. We 
missed out on his track across Mpala Ranch in the last report since he was out of 
Safaricom coverage. For the first time in the series of our reports, Jocelyn has gone 
westwards past Segera Ranch and we caught up with her in Ngorare Ranch.  
 
Ukuta has been within the vicinity of Rumuruti Forest while Mt. Bull is still in Imenti 
Forest. Regarding Samburu elephants, Esidai has walked along the river westwards 
into West Gate. This time around, we caught up with Southern Cross in Shaba 
National Reserve. 
 
For the sake of the new recipients of the reports, we would like to point out that the 
last known positions of are shown with elephant icons; left facing icons presenting 
females and right facing icons represent bulls. The names of elephants are in italics to 
differentiate them from property names where these share the same name. The first 
position of the elephants at the start of each fortnight is marked with a diamond mark. 
 
On a sad note, we have just received a report that a man was seriously injured by an 
elephant in Lekiji village neighbouring Ol Jogi on the 28th of June around mid day. 
The victim is recovering at Nanyuki general Hospital.

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Figure 1. The last known locations of some of the elephants tracked in Laikipia 
and Samburu as at 30th June.  
 
Elephant names (in white) are next to each of the elephant’s last known position.  
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Figures 2. Movements of Ngelesha (in red), Lenana (in blue) and Ol Ari Nyiro (in 
green). 
 
 Ngelesha is still within the rhino enclosure. Lenana has been within Laikipia Nature 
Conservancy (LNC) all though. The fence separating LNC and Laikipia West does 
not seem to be holding as Ol Ari Nyiro crossed it severally back and forth. He crossed 
it in the nights of 16th 19th, 20th, 21st and 24th June.
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Figure 3.  Genghis Khan 
 
Genghis Khan has been in ADC Mutara, Lombala and Kifuko, evidently well deterred 
by the new fence that restricts his movements in Pesi Swamp.

Ukuta has spent much time Muhotetu A and Rumuruti Forest area. We are keen to see 
if he attempts or even succeeds to cross move back to Kifuko area across the fence.

Mpala crossed Mpala Ranch on 12th and 13th June but this was not captured last time 
due to lack of Safaricom signal in the area. We caught up with him in Ol Jogi where 
he has been since 13th June. Jocelyn’s diamond mark of her first position is obscured 
by the cluster of fixes in Kihoto. She has traversed Segera and arrived in Ngorare via 
ADC Mutara. It is apparent that she is spending much time along water courses.

As noted in the last report, the southern fence of Loldaiga seems to be holding up 
against Morani’s movements. We caught up with Loldaiga near the Northern fence 
that appears to have hindered and restricted her movement in to Makurian. She had 
previously been into Makurian via Kamwaki, where no fence exists.

This time, Kimani has ventured out of Ol Pejeta. He crossed the fence on the morning 
of 24th June at the north western tip of the property into ADC Mutara before 
returning to Ol Pejeta just before dusk. Ol Pejeta has maintained his usual place; in 
Sweetwaters and not very far from the water course.

Mt. Bull has been in Imenti Forest all through. It is now about five weeks since he 
made his phenomenon streak across Timau.
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Figure 9. Tia Maria (in Orange) and Drachmae (in purple) 
 
Drachmae has been within Lewa all through. As was the case in the last report, her 
latest position superimposes on her first position concealing the diamond mark. After 
spending time in Ngare Ndare forest, Tia Maria moved back into Lewa on 23rd June 
where she presently is.

Reserve and West Gate 
 
Esidai prolonged his advancement towards West gate as reported last time and has 
indeed gone into West Gate. He is residing along the Ewaso River. Jerusalem has 
been in the Western part of Samburu National Reserve.
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Figure 11. Southern Cross  
 
Southern Cross is in the eastern part of Shaba National Reserve. She has however 
ventured into Waso and Ngare Mara areas.
